The module only supports 2.4 GHz Wi-Fi (does not support 5 GHz). 
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Installation and assembly 
 

Place the connected module in the installation box under the switch. Thanks to the possibility of fixing, the 
module can also be installed in various other places (e.g. under plasterboard, in the ceiling...) The wiring diagram 
can be found below. 

For functional and safety reasons, it is essential that all cables connected to this module are stripped at the end 
with a length of 7 mm.

The connection depends on the possibilities of the garage and the garage opener. The first step is to check the 
compatibility of the garage module with the opener. If you already have a physical door opener installed, the 
module will be compatible. If you do not have a button, you need to find the input ports for the button in the 
opener manual and plug the module into them.

Compatibility verification 

Check that your garage opener is listed in the "Compatible Models" table at the end of this document. If not, 
follow the procedure below: 
1. Garage door openers with a yellow or purple "Learn" button are unlikely to work. Openers with this feature 

are usually limited to opening with remotes, not an external button. 

 

 
 

 
2. In the instructions / diagram of the garage opener, find the terminals to connect the classic switch and try to 

short the signal between these two terminals. If this causes the garage door to open, the module will be 
compatible with this opener. 
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Installing the module 
 

1. Turn off the power to the module and garage opener. 
2. Connect the LN wires to the corresponding pins (L,N) 
3. Connect the wires between the garage opener and the module terminal. 

 
Magnetic sensor installation 

The magnetic sensor cable is 5 meters long, so the sensor must be installed within this range. The sensor works 
on a simple principle: it detects whether the two halves of the magnet are in contact. This allows the module to 
detect whether the garage door is open or closed. The location of the sensor therefore depends on the specific 
layout and space available in the garage. The magnet can be mounted on various surfaces such as walls, door 
brackets or structural elements. 

Plug the sensor cable into the appropriate terminals on the module (S3,S4).

password. Confirm your consent to the privacy policy. Select 
register.

Select Add device. 
Select the GoSmart product category and select the Smart Garage Module. 
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Reset the module by holding the RESET button for 5 seconds and check that the LED is flashing. An automatic 
device search will take place. 
After successful pairing, the app displays a confirmation screen. Use the pencil icon to name the module 
according to your needs.

Troubleshooting FAQ 

 
I can't get the devices to pair. What can I do? 

• Make sure you are using a 2.4 GHz wifi network and have a strong enough signal 
• Allow the app all permissions in the settings 
• Make sure you are using the latest version of the mobile operating system and the latest version of the app 

 
What should I do if I change my Wi-Fi network or password? 

• The module needs to be reset and paired with the application again. 

 
What happens if the Wi-Fi network stops working? 

• If you also have a physical switch connected to the module, the device can still be controlled without any 
problems. However, you will not be able to control the modules through the app until the Wi-Fi network is 
up and running. The exception to this is ZigBee modules that can still be controlled remotely with other 
ZigBee devices, such as the EMOS H5011 Scenic Switch, even after an internet outage. 
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
